MULTIPLE MEDIA

Artists working in two entirely different categories
must submit a set of images for each style of work in
the appropriate jurying categories; if both categories
are accepted, they may be shown in the same booth.
Only one artist application and one fee will be
required

2D MISCELLANEQUS

Apply in this category if your medium is one of the
following: drawing, graphic design, digital media, or
printmaking.

CERAMICS

Functional and non-functional (excluding jewelry)
FABRIC

Non-wearable and wearable (excluding jewelry)
GLASSWEAR

Apply in this category if your work is comprised of
blown, fused or stained glass. If you use any of these
mediums to create jewelry, you must apply in the
jewelry category.

JEWELRY

Jewelry made primarily of pre-purchased beads is
not accepted for exhibit; purchased components

Offset lithographs and giclées
are permitted provided the total edition size does
exceed 500; these works must also be individually
signed and numbered by the artist and clearly
labeled REPRODUCTION; these items may not
constitute more than 50% of the displayed booth
contents. Offset-printed or handmade notecards are
permissible, but photocopied or laser-printed
notecards are not permitted.

PHOTOGRAPHY

Photographs must be individually signed by the
artist.

SCULPTURE

Apply in this category if you create sculpture in any
medium.
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REPRODUCTIONS and RELATED MEDIA

Screen printed t-shirts, notecards, mugs and other small, commercially-printed items are permitted only if
sold by the artist who created the original image AND if items collectively are less than 10% of the
displayed booth contents.

*Artists creating additional works in the same media but considered to be in another jurying category
